Coffee Trend

Specialty coffee is BIG business. 2008 statistics proved that Americans have a love affair with
specialty coffee beverages by boasting $13.65 billion in sales. In the SCAA’s 2009 Retailer
Survey, nearly half of the respondents showed growth in the specialty coffee market despite the
worst economic climate we have seen in decades. The NCA found that 54% of the adult
population in the United States drinks coffee daily. Depending upon a few factors, a coffee shop
can generate over $1 million a year in sales. There are approximately 24,000 coffee shops across
the country. Statistics show that there will be over 50,000 coffee shops by end of 2010.

Here’s a national results from the NCA and SCAA’s annual survey on coffee consumption:

e Coffee Cup Consumption Per Day: 3.2 cups consumed
e Average Price: espresso base drinks is $2.45, brewed coffee is $1.38.

e Time of Day: 65% during breakfast hours, 30% between meals, 5% with other meals.
e Motivations: Women indicated that drinking coffee is a good way to relax. Men indicated

that coffee helps them get the job done.

Essentially, Americans consume over 400 million cups of coffee per day. This makes the United
States the leading consumer of coffee in the world.

Smoothie Trend

Smoothie facts show that the United States smoothie market is on the rise. Consumers are
looking for quick and healthy portable meal alternatives, and smoothies are what America
demands. According to recent research, consumers prefer smoothies because they are a healthier
alternative to most sweets and on-the-go meals.

Made-to-order smoothies are a big business in the United States. It rakes in more than $2 billion
each year according to Chicago-based Mintel International, a global consumer, product and
market research firm. Its popularity continues to grow. Two major trends are driving the spike in
smoothie popularity:

e The push to eat more fruits.
e The overall desire for health and wellness.

Simply put, consumers drink smoothies because they like the taste and it’s good for them. Four
in ten smoothie drinkers drink smoothies at least 2 to 5 times a week.

However, 27% indicated that they consume smoothies
any time of the day. Currently, there are only 6,000 smoothie shops in the United States.
